To secure a place a non-refundable deposit of £15.00 must be paid by Friday 24th January.  If this presents any 
difficulties, please contact Miss Williamson, Assistant Headteacher, to discuss this matter.

All payments are non-refundable. Failure to pay in full by this date will result in your child being withdrawn from 
the prom.  
 
Due to the limitations of the venue, we will only have capacity for 150 pupils. This will be allocated on a first 
come, first served basis. A waiting list will then be in place.   

However, pupils are aware that they run the 
risk of losing their place and it being offered to another pupil if:

• They fail to fulfil their GCSE/BTEC course requirements i.e. controlled assessment, homework, meeting 

deadlines and so on.
